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Today is World Peace Sunday, and 9am Mass at St Paul’'s will mark this in particular. But our 3 Churches
Justice & Peace Group have a way that we can all be involved in praying for peace over the next two months.
The Catholic Bishops of England and Wales invite us to keep today as a day of prayer for
world peace. As life returns to its normal patterns after Christmas and New Year, they ask
us to reflect on the theme chosen by Pope Benedict XVI: “If you want to cultivate
peace, protect creation.” Environmental damage is intimately linked to warfare. Many
recent wars and conflicts have been about access to resources, like oil in Irag and
minerals in Congo. The three areas of justice, peace and creation are always very closely
connected.

Our 3 Churches United for Justice and Peace Group  are building on what individuals and previous groups
have done - and continue to do so well - in these three areas. The Group feels that the 3 churches now need to
become more aware and more involved in these enormous issues of our time, about which the Gospel and the
Catholic Church have so much to say and so much to contribute. The Church’s social teaching is often called
“the Church’s best kept secret”. So how can you get involved?

Starting today, a pilgrim Peace Candle will move from home to home each day until 24™ March, when we
commemorate the great Archbishop Oscar Romero of San Salvador. St Paul’'s families will be responsible for
the first two weeks, then St Brigid’s for three weeks, and then Christ the King for the last period of four weeks.
You are invited to sign up to offer a home for the Candle for 24 hours, and then get it to the next home the
following day. Involve your family and neighbours in prayer, silence, readings or discussion about peace, justice
and creation issues while the Candle is with you. And don't forget to involve the children!
